1.1 Approved by all attending

2.0 Matters arising – None
3.0 Riverside Concert:

3.1 JB-D informed the meeting that to date Fifty four (54) individual acceptances and two hundred and thirty two (232) from care establishments had been received
3.02 Confirmed Entertainment – Arabesque; Christopher Gee – comedian; Chichester City Brass Band. 
Three carols were selected – O Come All Ye Faithful; Hark the Herald Angels Sing and Once in Royal David’s City 

Rehearsals with Arabesque are scheduled for Monday 3rd December at 4.00pm

The hippopotamus spot will go ahead but additional Flanders and Swan section will be subject to running time as JB-D stressed with two points

· None of the committee were made aware that an F & S spot was planned. However good the intentions, members of the committee should not take it upon themselves to arrange entertainment that had not been discussed and agreed upon
· The requirement to have volunteer drivers with their predominantly elderly charges making the return journey no later than an 8.45 commencement time
